DEPUTATIONS

Shannonville Agricultural Society (represented by Bonnie O’Neill)

· The Shannonville Worlds Fair moved to Melrose in 2000

· The Fair has enjoyed great success the past few years

· In order for the Fair to continue to grow and that safety be a priority, some work needs done at the Recreation Complex

· The SAS asks that Council consider the following as they enter into planning for the coming years(s)

· Roadway built up to access fenced tractor pull area

· Clear bush and fill at south end near the fenced tractor pull area to allow for more parking

· To use the fill  and selective cutting to create a family picnic area for the community (at present there is little shade at the complex)

· Addition of guard rails to add to safety in the demolition derby arena

· John will attend the site with a representative of Shannonville Agricultural Society to get a firm indication of scope of work

· This request will be considered by Council as planning for 2007 unfolds

Rick Clow, General Manager Quinte Waste Solutions (a.k.a. Center and South Hastings Waste Services Board)

· Provided an overview of his role and the services of Quinte Waste Solutions

· Rick Phillips sits as Council representative on QWS

· Highlights

· QWS operates as a Board with several Municipal members so each can enjoy economies of scale

· Blue Box program in Tyendinaga accounted for 279 metric tons in 2006 (201 kg per household)

· Provides for hazardous waste disposal (12 monthly collection events throughout the service area)

· From 2005 to 2006 Tyendinaga had an increase of 13% in waste diversion

Council wholly supports all initiatives that increase landfill diversion rates

Patrick Calnan

· Attended Council regarding severance B132/06

· Hastings County asked that Mr. Calnan approach Council to alleviate concerns regarding access to the proposed “retained land” in relation to the above application

· Quinte Conservation has concerns about access at the frontage of the retained lot

· All severances require adequate access to all parcels 

· It appears as though the only way to reasonably access the retained land (post-severance) is to share the driveway with the severed lot

THAT the Township of Tyendinaga at the Regular Council Meeting of January 15th, 2007 approved Consent Application B132/06 (Calnan) as submitted with the following conditions:

1. Payment of a Grant In Lieu of Parkland of $750.00 per new lot created (made payable to the Township of Tyendinaga);

2. Establishment of a well on property with a minimum flow of 3-1/2 gallons per minute and proof that water is potable. The applicant must provide the Township with:

· A copy of the well driller’s report or if existing well a sworn affidavit to the existence of the well

· A copy of the bacterial report re: potability of water

· A sworn affidavit that there is a well on the severed lot which has a minimum flow of 3-1/2 gallons per minute of potable water (form available at Municipal Office)

3. As the description of the property to be severed is less than the 15 acres required in Marginal Agriculture, the parcel of land therefore must be rezoned to Rural Residential. Zoning Amendment application forms can be obtained at the Municipal Office, and the application fee of $525.00 per application (made payable to the Township of Tyendinaga);

4. That a deeded right of way agreement satisfactory to Tyendinaga Township be executed for the purpose of crossing the severed portion to the retained land for access. This agreement will in effect be the sharing of the existing driveway.

· March Break Camp planning has begun

Highlights

· Smoke Alarm Program will take place this summer

· As the summer students will be visiting all homes the offer was made to Council that this might be a good opportunity to do other survey work to solicit community opinion on our programs

· Report captured the activity of the Fire Department over the past month (3 medical assists, 3 motor vehicle accidents, 1 smoke alarm call)

· Training continues

· Due to natural attrition, Fire Department has advertised for new recruits

· Average volunteer participation in Ontario is three years. Our average is about 5 years

CORRESPONDENCE 

The following correspondence was read noted and filed:

· Tyendinaga Development Corporation
NEW BUSINESS

By-Law Enforcement Officer

· Over the past few months CBO has carried this duty in addition to regulator duties. Council discussed the need for a longer-term solution

· It was agreed that Tyendinaga look for our own solution versus partnering with neighboring municipalities

· Clerk directed to bring back to Council  (February 5) a proposal and costing for continuance of CBO and Inspector continuing this function

· Early estimate is $5,000 per annum

Above Ground Inflatable Pools

· Tyendinaga needs to make a clear statement regarding these pools

· Are they in or out of the Building Code by-law?

· Should they be addressed in a separate by-law?

· Discussion ensued regarding our responsibility and liability as a Municipality

· If there is agreement on the above between the four BISC (Building Inspection Services Committee) municipalities, these pools can be covered under the building by-law.

· If the member Municipalities decide to take different approaches, these pools will require individual Municipal by-laws.

· We are asked to take our position to the next BISC meeting February 12 in Tweed

· Consensus was not reached

· Clerk asked to bring this item back for the February 5 regular Council meeting once Council has a chance to weigh the relative merits of our position

Septage Hauling

· Safe disposal of Septage is becoming a major component to rural development planning

· Many municipalities no longer accept septage from municipalities other than their own

· There is no disposal area in Tyendinaga

· Our local hauler has had an interruption to their service due to new by-laws and the Provincial Policy Statement

· It appears as though septage disposal is being steered at the County level

· It is anticipated that in the future, any new development must have an adequate septage disposal plan

· Clerk is asked to keep Council abreast of any new requirements vis-a-vis septage disposal

OLD BUSINESS

Rural Infrastructure Investment Initiative

· Ontario government has allocated $70 M for rural infrastructure

· Deadline for applications is February 5

· Clerk asked Council to confirm direction on this initiative

· Jewell engineering will be asked to do the application which includes engineering site work to obtain an estimate, cost estimate for proposal and site work is $2,500

Scope of work proposed

· Blast rock cut on west side of Deseronto road due to unsafe conditions

· Crush the rock and stockpile near site – John to speak with local property owner 

· Build up and pave Blessington Rd 6km west of Deseronto Road

· Project  to be managed in-house

Council is insistent that project be cost neutral to Township. Work will only be done as far as the grant will bear.

MEMBERS REPORTS

Councillor Phillips provided a written report in relation to his attendance at the Building Inspection Services Committee (BISC) on January 11

Highlights

· His Worship Peter Kooistra was elected Chair of the committee

· BISC is self funded, no impact to tax payer, it is a user pay service

· Tyendinaga had construction value in 2006 of $6.8 M

· New building code has 700 new changes, training is planned

· Committee agreed to purchase digital cameras for the staff to aid their work

· Inflatable pools received significant discussion. Each municipality is to bring the issue to their respective Councils to see if there is consensus of approach

· Plastic covered sheds were discussed. If over 10X10, they require a permit

· Disposal of septage appears to be an issue that will be coming to the forefront

WHEREAS The local community strongly objects to the continued operation and use of the Richmond Site for the same environmental reasons that led to the refusal of the expansion application (i.e. concerns over impacts upon groundwater, surface water, and air quality) and WHEREAS Tyendinaga Township residents have endured the Richmond Landfill (and its impacts) for over 50 years

BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Council of the Township of Tyendinaga hereby requests the MOE to immediately amend the site’s certificate of approval under Part V of the Environmental Protection Act by imposing new conditions which require WM: 

A) To stop accepting and disposing waste and contaminated soils at the Richmond Landfill by March 1, 2007; and

B) To immediately prepare, with meaningful public input, an appropriate Richmond Landfill closure plan (including post-closure care, monitoring, remediation and contingency measures) that takes effect on March 1, 2007.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED to advise the Township of Tyendinaga in writing of the various steps that the MOE intends to take in relation to this urgent request.

AND BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the Township of Tyendinaga sends a letter stating this motion to:

Premier Dalton McGuinty, Premier of Ontario

James O’Mara, Director, EAAB, Ministry of the Environment
